These works

can start only after the completion of election process. However, if a work has

actually started, that can continue.

There shall be no bar to the release of payments for completed work(s) subject to the

full satisfaction of the concemed officials.

Where schemes have been cleared and funds are provided or released and

materials procured and reached the site such scheme may be executed as per

programme,
